                            Public Mass Information                                                  
The COVID-19/Coronavirus pandemic has been an evolving      
situation for the people of our parishes over the past four months.  

At Most Holy Redeemer/St. Canice and St. Patrick we have taken 
our cues from Church and public officials as to what is possible for 

us to offer in the way of Catholic life as we knew it.  Though the 
obligation to attend Sunday Mass is still suspended, the opportunity 

to attend publically celebrated Masses is still allowed.  This means 
following CDC and MDH protocols for social distancing, sanitizing 
and public safety.  As we have had one month of holding the cele-

bration of Mass with up to one-half capacity of each church build-
ing, some have taken the opportunity to worship in person and   

others continue to benefit spiritually from their participation in the 
outdoor or livestream Masses in our cluster parishes.  At this time 

because of the availability and training of volunteers and staff the 
5:00 pm Saturday evening Mass & Sunday 8:30 am Sunday and 

weekday Masses at Most Holy Redeemer and 8:30 am Tuesday 
Mass at St. Patrick and the 8:30 am First Saturday Mass at St. 
Canice will meet this criteria and Holy Mass and Holy Communion 

will be distributed at these indoor Masses.  We have not finalized a 
satisfactory plan for allowing the 10:00 am Sunday Mass at St. Pat-

rick to be held inside, so the 10:00 am Sunday Mass at St. Patrickôs 
will continue to be held outside with Holy Communion offered after 

the Mass inside the church.  Funerals and weddings will continue to 
be handled on a case by case basis.  Thank you for your patience 
during these very unique times.
